POLYPROPYLENE AND THE ENVIRONMENT
Polypropylene is considered a green material. This is why:-

Polypropylene is produced from ethylene gas – a natural residue of refining oil.

During processing, unlike some other synthetic materials no toxic gasses are released. All waste material is recyclable.

Because of its calorific value, it is useful in assisting the disposal of urban waste through burning with little effect on the atmosphere, emitting only water vapour and small amounts of carbon dioxide. The latter natural element being recyclable by plant photosynthesis.
Although of a stable nature in normal use, should it be discarded to outside elements over a considerable period of time, UV rays help to break it down into harmless powder.
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
